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South Downs lamb

The internationally important landscape 
of the South Downs National Park relies 
on the sympathetic farming practice 

of land managers. A delicate balance is 
constantly being weighed between the need 
to run profitable businesses and the need to 
protect the landscape and its wildlife. 

Chris and Caroline Hodgkins farm sheep on 
1,400 tenanted acres within the National Park. 
Their land contains Chanctonbury Hill and 
Well Bottom Sites of Special Scientific Interest 
(SSSIs), and Sites of Nature Conservation 

Importance (SNCIs) at Pepperscombe and 
Washington. Managing these areas is a great 
legal responsibility and since the land is criss-
crossed with footpaths and is in one of the 
most visited parts of the South Downs, Chris 
also works very much in the public eye. 

Chris and Caroline run a successful sheep 
farm of around 3,000 ewes and scooped the 
Farmer’s Weekly ‘Sheep Farmer of the Year’ 
Award in 2009. They produce lamb for sale 
under the ‘South Downs brand’ and young 
stock for breeding and finishing elsewhere. 
According to Richard James, Senior Ranger 
with the South Downs Joint Committee, their 

farm is an excellent example of how to get 
the balance right for everyone’s benefit. He 
said: “It’s so important to maintain livestock 
on this part of the South Downs because 
the rare chalk grassland depends on close 
grazing. You can find up to 40 different plant 
species in each square metre of grazed chalk 
downland.  What’s more, meat from sheep 
free to graze on this herb-rich land tastes 
fantastic and has a distinctive flavour.”

The South Downs Joint Committee is 
working with farmers who are increasingly 
putting conservation and quality at the top 
of their business agenda. Chris is one of ten

farmers licensed to produce South Downs 
lamb bearing the ‘South Downs’ brand. The 
lamb must be specifically bred and reared in 
the South Downs to produce a high quality 
meat product in a way which also helps to 
conserve important grasslands and preserve 
the iconic South Downs landscape.
